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company’s flagship festive season sa-
le event - Big Billion Days – draws to a
close around Diwali.

Krishnamurthy sent an internal
email to senior leaders on Thursday
informing them about the develop-
ment, sources said.

Menon joined the homegrown
ecommerce firm in 2015 from Hin-
dustan Unilever Ltd (HUL).

Over the years, he has been involved
in various businesses, including pri-
vate labels for electronics, furniture
and others.

nuary 4 said that Shopsy, grocery, tra-
vel and healthcare will drive custo-
mer growth in the coming year. 

ET reported on January 13 that the
ecommerce company had acquired
doorstep mobile services provider
Yaantra for $40 million. 

Sikaria told ET on July 3 that about
a quarter of  new Flipkart customers
come from Shopsy.

He said the company had set a tar-
get of  acquiring 100 million custo-
mers by the end of  the year and was
on course to achieving that target. 

The seller base on Shopsy has rema-
ined at around 250,000 since Decem-
ber last year but over the last six
months, it has recorded a 2.7X incre-
ase in the units sold and a four-fold
jump in its monthly new customer
base.

ET reported on March 31 that Flip-
kart invested nearly $700 million in-
to its marketplace and healthcare
unit as the company was scaling
Shopsy and its pharma business. 

Meanwhile, Cleartrip had told cus-
tomers in an email on July 19 that it

had suffered a major data breach in
its internal systems.

The minister, however, clarified
that his ministry does not keep any
details of  removal of  mobile applica-
tions under the IT Rules 2021.

Blocked Apps Come in New Avatars: MeitY

Chennai: Apps that have been block-
ed by the government are appearing
in new avatars by using similar soun-
ding names or being rebranded with
the same functionalities, the Ministry
of  Electronics and Information Tech-
nology (MeitY) said on Friday.

MeitY had received various reports
and grievances in this regard, it said.

“All such reports and grievances ha-
ve been forwarded to the Ministry of
Home Affairs (MHA), the requesting
agency, for examination,” minister of
state for Electronics and Information
Technology Rajeev Chandrasekhar
said in a written response to a query
by Rajya Sabha MP, V Vijayasai Reddy.
“MeitY has issued blocking direc-
tions to many third-party app stores
including Google Play Store and App-
le Store to block the apps under Sec-
tion 69A of  the IT Act 2000,” the mini-

re variety and local creator in-
fluence. In fact, on average, an
Indian user consumes close to
38 minutes of  short form con-
tent each day,” said Mohit Ra-
na, partner at RedSeer. 

Currently, almost 59% of  In-
dia’s short video users are
from rural and semi-urban
towns, with VerSe Innova-
tion’s Josh and ShareChat’s
Moj making significant inro-
ads. 

FIGHT FOR MONETISATION 

At present, advertising, vi-
deo-commerce and gifting are
the three major monetisation
streams for short video apps.

Over the past several
months, players such as Josh
and Moj have aggressively
started focusing on monetisa-
tion. 

In April, VerSe Innovation,
the parent entity of  news ag-
gregator platform Dailyhunt
and Josh said that it had sig-

ned definitive documents and
raised $805 million in a fun-
ding round led by existing in-
vestor Canada Pension Plan
Investment Board (CPPIB), ta-
king its valuation to $5 billion. 

At that time, the company sa-
id Josh had about 150 million
monthly active users with
49% of  them being daily acti-
ve users. VerSe cofounder
Umang Bedi had told ET that
the company will focus on mo-
netisation of  short videos. 

“This includes shoppable
commerce experience, influ-
encer commerce, live com-
merce and extending to influ-
encers a brand new Web3.0
platform experience which
will help them monetise from
audiences, not just here but
we would be glad to take it glo-
bal,” he had said during the
fundraise.

$19b Opportunity Awaits
Indian Short Video Makers

Bengaluru: Short video apps
such as Moj and Josh have an
up to $19 billion monetization
opportunity by 2030, a report
by management consulting
firm RedSeer Consulting sho-
wed. At present, only 1% of
the overall digital advertising
spends accrue to short video
apps, according to the report. 

However, short video apps
can capture 10-20% of  the ove-
rall digital advertising pie,
amounting to almost $6 bil-
lion, by 2030, the consulting
firm has estimated. 

Following the exit of  Chine-
se short video giant TikTok in
2020, Indian short video apps
have scaled up to 300 million
active users cumulatively at
present, the report said. 

This growth has come becau-
se Indians continue to be hea-
vy users of  mobile entertain-
ment and spend close to 156
minutes per day viewing en-
tertainment content on their
smartphones, according to
the report. 

RedSeer has forecast that
these platforms would double
their monthly active user ba-
se to 600 million by 2025 and
850-900 million users by 2030.
